
 

Here is a step-by-step guide on the basic procedures for Artificial Grass installation.

2. The area has now been dug off using a turf cutter and is now ready for the sub-base, ideally 

use MOT Type 1 at a minimum depth of 75mm. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



3. After the Type 1 has been laid and mechanically compacted, apply a layer of either 

Limestone Dust or Concreting Sand at a depth of 50mm to provide a blinding layer. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

4. Once compacted, the area is ready for the Artificial Grass to be applied. You may wish to
